Theft

The following lesson ideas are designed for use with Key Stage 2 pupils.

Key Aims

· To develop an understanding of the effects of theft on individuals and the wider community

· To promote the concept of rights and responsibilities

· To realise the consequences of anti-social behaviour

· To develop an understanding of citizenship

· To develop an understanding of why and how laws are enforced

Objectives

After completing the following lessons most children will be able to:

· Offer some reasons why stealing is wrong

· Identify a range of consequences arising from theft 

· Recognise that shoplifting is theft and is against the law

· Understand that theft is regarded as anti-social behaviour and involves the police

· To have some understanding of how victims of crime are affected 

· Offer some ideas on how to address theft
